	Prepared Performance:

Each applicant will be required to perform TWO contrasting pieces ( eg an air varie, a slow melody or a movement from a Concerto or Sonata etc)
Percussionists will be required to play TWO contrasting pieces on TWO different percussion instruments, one of which must be a tuned percussion instrument. (xylophone, vibraphone, marimba etc)
Sight Reading:
