Rules:
The contest will be conducted under the Contest Rules of the Scottish Brass Band Association. Please note rules regarding the use of the hall prior to the contest
Guest Players: Each band will be entitled to use a maximum of four guests as per the rules of the Scottish Brass Band Association

Percussion: All major items of percussion will be provided on stage by the organisers and, to assist in achieving swift changeovers between bands, all bands will be required to use the items of percussion provided. Additional (smaller) items of percussion will be the responsibility of individual bands. A full list of the percussion to be provided will be issued at a later date.
